Private Candidates:

Any person not attending any state school, non fee-levying approved school or recognized Pirivena may sit
asaprivate candidate. Applicationsfor this examination will be received from private candidates only up
tol5th May 2018.

For the examination, private candidates should select the town closest to their permanent residence
from thelist of towns given. (Towns are given under each District) Because of not selecting so, if
another Examination Centreisreceived, not only that Centre but the Town selected by you too, are
not amended later under any circumstances.

Application Forms should be prepared by candidates themselves in accordance with the Specimen
Application Form appearing in this notice.

The Application Form should be 28cm x 21cmin size and No. 01-12 should appear on the first page while
the No. 13-14 should appear on the reverse. The application form sent by you should be in accordance
with the specimen application form.

Completed Applications should be sent by registered post to the "Commissioner General of
Examinations, School Examinations Organization Branch, P.O. Box 1503, Colombo" . On the top left-
hand corner of the envelope, please write legibly, “GCE (O/L) - December 2018 and also the * Town
